Student Responsibilities 

¶ Students are expected to log-in to their Google Classroom (K-5th) or Class Dojo (Prek) each 
day (Monday-Friday).   

¶ Students are expected to participate in all learning activities and assignments posted on 
Google Classroom or Class Dojo, including at least two Google Meets Monday-Thursday (K-
5th).  

¶ These assignments should be completed in the time frames set by each teacher. Students will 
be graded on assignments bi-weekly.  

¶ Parents will receive a detailed report of student progress including work that has been 
completed and missing assignments (if applicable).  

 

Daily Student Schedule  
¶ Each student will be assigned a homeroom teacher.  
¶ During our distant education time student activities and lessons will be determined by grade 

level.  
¶ Students will be provided a daily schedule including expectations for each content (reading, 

math, etc.).  
 

Student Attendance 

¶ Students' attendance will be monitored by the teachers daily through the completion of daily 
lessons, assignments, and participation in live virtual instruction on Google Meets (K-5th).  

¶ Much like any other school year, studentsô attendance and participation will determine their 
success in the course. During distant education it will be critical that students log-in, 
participate, and turn in assignments daily.  

¶ Teachers are expected to contact parents if students are absent from class or are not 
completing assignments. Prolonged time periods without participation may result in a parent 
meeting, home-visit, failing the course, and/or retention in the grade.

Student Responsibilities 
Students are expected to log-in to each of their 6 classes for the day via Google Classrooms.

Students will be graded on assignments daily or weekly.  These grades will be posted in Tyler SIS on 
a timely basis.

Emails are a form of permanent, written communication that have their own code of conduct requiring 
the author to pay attention to both their audience and their purpose.  Below are several guidelines to 
follow when sending emails:  
 
¶ Always include a subject that is simple and concisely states the purpose of the email. 
¶ Include a greeting (Hello, Good morning, Good evening, etc.).  
¶ Identify yourself in the first line or two of your email.  
¶ Explain the purpose for your email in complete sentences and paragraphs. 
¶ Check your format, grammar, and spelling before sending.   
¶ Donôt use emojis or abbreviations in formal emails.   
¶ Donôt use all CAPITALS as it indicates shouting.  
¶ If youôre angry about your subject, wait 24 hours to write / send an email.  
¶ If your subject is complex or needs an in-person meeting, ask to schedule a meeting in your 

email.  
¶ Always end with a salutation (Thank you, Sincerely, Best, etc.).  
¶ Expect a 24-hour turnaround on emails.  After 24 hours, it is appropriate to send a follow-up.

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Technology Handbook 

Purpose  

The purpose of the Brookside Charter Schoolôs Technology Program is to provide students with 
academic support inside and outside of the classroom. The technology program supports the schoolôs 
mission in providing equitable educational opportunities for students. The purpose of this handbook is 
to assist students and parents in using Brookside Charter Schoolôs technology resources safely and 
appropriately. The devices used in this program are the property of Brookside Charter School and are 
temporarily loaned to the students. The supplied devices are to be used exclusively as an educational 
tool and are not intended for any other purpose.  

Terms 

Students will be issued a Brookside Charter School owned device at no cost to the parent/guardian. 
Financial obligation is not issued to the parent/guardian unless there is loss or damage of the 
borrowed device. Failure to comply with the Technology Handbook will result in loss of privileges and 
rights of possession effective immediately and Brookside Charter School may repossess the property. 

Title: 

The legal title to the borrowed device belongs to Brookside Charter School and shall at all times 
remain as such. Your right of possession and use of the borrowed device is limited to, and 
conditioned upon, your full and complete compliance with the expectations detailed in the Brookside 
Charter School Technology Handbook. Because the borrowed device is the property of the school 
district, it is subject to monitoring use and search of content at any time. There is no expectation of 
privacy in use or data stored on a districtȤowned device.  

Handling, Care, and Use 

Once checked out, the parent/guardian are responsible for all device use.  
¶ All media, internet usage, downloads, file creation, file deletion, file sharing, file storage, and all 

software applications are appropriate for assignments/projects for school.   
¶ Do not access, store, create, consume, or share any media, downloads, files or software with 

the purpose to disrupt the school internet filtering or technology policies. 
¶ Keep devices fully charged.  
¶ Your device should never be exposed to liquids or other foreign substances, including but not 

limited to drinks, paint, ink, glue, cleaners, polishes, or any type of health/beauty aid (lotion, 
nail polish, perfume, soap, shampoo, etc.). 

¶ The surface of your device should not be altered or defaced. Do not decorate your assigned 
device or remove labels, stickers, or tags from the device that are affixed by Brookside Charter 
School. 

¶ Only Brookside Charter School Technology staff are to service the checked out device. The 
school can troubleshoot, diagnose, or repair your borrowed device. Do not allow any third party 
services to handle your assigned device. 

¶ Parents/Guardians are responsible for the care of the Chromebook they have been issued by 
Brookside Charter School. Siblings, friends, and family members should not have use of the 
Chromebook.   

¶ Screen Care The Chromebook screens can be damaged if subjected to rough treatment.  The 
screens are particularly sensitive to damage from excessive pressure on the screen.  To avoid 
damage please adhere to the following rules: 

o Do not lean on the Chromebook. 
o Do not place anything near or on top of the Chromebook that could put pressure on the 

screen. 



 

o Do not place anything in-between the keyboard and screen when the Chromebook is 
shut. 

o Do not press on screen with fingernails, pencil leads, pen tips or anything hard that 
might damage or fracture the screen.  

o Clean the screen only with a soft, dry cloth (preferably a microfiber cloth) 
o Do not use Windex or any other harsh chemicals or liquids to clean the screen. 

Security, Storage, and Transport 

¶ Keep electronic devices powered off when not in use. 
¶ Transport electronic devices to and from school within a Brookside provided 

protective  carrying case at all times.  
¶ Do not carry a Chromebook that does not belong to you. 
¶ Carefully remove or unplug all cords and accessories before moving the Chromebook. 
¶ Handle the device with care and caution, even when in the protective carrying case. Do not 

throw, swing, slide, drop, or toss the device, even while in the carrying case. 
¶ Do not leave the Chromebook in your school locker for overnight storage. 
¶ Keep device and cords at home out of reach of young children, pets, or anyone capable of 

careless handling or inadvertent damage of the property. 
¶ You are responsible for making sure you do not share or switch the device or its accessories 

with other students. 
¶ You are responsible for any loss or damage that may occur to it, regardless of whether 

loss/damage occurs at school or away and regardless of who is using it at the time of 
loss/damage. 

 
Wireless Internet Access 

Å All Brookside Charter School usage expectations and policies apply to use on public WiȤFi and 
home networks just as they do when at school. 

Å Brookside Charter School devices cannot be used with WiȤFi networks that require installation of 
networking software, reconfiguration of security settings, manipulation of firewall settings, use of 
network connection wizards, or manually assigning an IP address. 

Content Filtering 

¶ Brookside Charter School uses network content filtering safeguards that meet the criteria as set 
out by the Childrenôs Internet Protection Act (CIPA), which address concerns about access to 
offensive content over the internet on school devices.  

¶ All Parents agreeing to allow their students to take home their device will be signed up for the 
parent portal through Securly.   

¶ All Brookside Charter School usage expectations and policies apply to use on public WiȤFi 
networks just as they do when at school. 

Inspections 

Students may be selected at random to provide their Chromebook for inspection. This includes: 

¶ all content such as images, settings, documents, etc.   
¶ checking for damages to devices and accessories.  

Privacy 

All messages and information created, sent, or retrieved on a Brookside Charter School electronic 
device or network are the property of Brookside Charter School. Electronic mail messages and other 



 

use of electronic resources by student, including accessing web pages, should not be considered 
confidential. Brookside Charter School reserves the right to access user content to ensure 
appropriate use of resources. 

Wireless Hotspot 

¶ The T-Mobile wireless hotspot is property of Brookside Charter School. Your right of 
possession and use of the borrowed device is limited to, and conditioned upon, your full and 
complete compliance with the expectations detailed in the Brookside Charter School 
Technology Handbook. 

¶ The T-Mobile wireless hotspot is for use with your Brookside Charter issued device. 
¶ Service of the T-Mobile wireless hotspot is unlimited high speed data. 
¶ The T-Mobile wireless hotspot may remain at your home unless requested by Brookside 

Charter. It is not necessary to bring to school daily like your Brookside Charter issued device.  
¶ Follow all care, handling, security, and transport guidelines outlined in this Technology 

Handbook.  

Loss or Theft:  

By taking possession of a borrowed device and wireless hotspot, the borrower agrees to assume full 
responsibility for the safety, security, and care of the borrowed property. In a case of complete loss, 
the borrower agrees to pay replacement cost. In the case of loss or theft occurring at school, the 
borrower must report the incident to the school within one school day of the occurrence. In the case 
of loss or theft occurring away from school, the borrower must report the incident to the law 
enforcement officials of jurisdiction within 24 hours of the occurrence and then provide documentation 
of the previously mentioned law enforcement report to the Brookside Charter School Principal.  

Damage:  

By taking possession of a borrowed device and wireless hotspot, the borrower agrees to assume full 
responsibility for the safety, security, care, and proper use of the borrowed property. In case of 
accident, fire, flood, or careless handling of the property, the borrower agrees to assume full 
responsibility for the damaged device as deemed necessary by Brookside Charter School. In the 
case of damage to a borrowed device, the user must report a potentially damaging incident to the 
Brookside Charter School Administration within two school days of the occurrence.

 A userôs right to use and possess the borrowed property terminates no later than the last day of the 
school year unless earlier terminated by Brookside Charter School for noncompliance or upon 
withdrawal from active enrollment in the school. The devices must be returned within 24 hours of 
withdrawal from Brookside Charter, otherwise, it will be considered stolen property and reported to 
the Kansas City Police Department.  

Appropriation: 

Your failure to timely return the property and/or the continued use of the borrowed property for nonȤ
school purposes without Brookside Charter Schoolôs consent may be considered unlawful 
appropriation of the Brookside Charter Schoolôs property.

There is still a firewall that is in place that will restrict 
access to any site that has questionable content. All social networking sites are blocked. School 
administrators, teachers, and families/parents have access to all computer history via Securely. 
 

Q) What do I do if my student loses their computer or hotspot? 

A)  The student will be charged $300 for chromebook $15 chromebook charger, $85 for hotspot & 
charger. $400 if they lose everything.  
If the device is stolen, parents can file a police report. If it's from a home or vehicle break in and 
parents file an insurance claim, Brookside Charter can provide parents with a letter explaining the 
costs. When parents get the claim money, they will need to pay the school for the stolen items. 
Parents are responsible for the fee regardless. By signing the family handbook, parents assume 
responsibility.
